Students 
 
 

STUDENT DRESS  
Preserving a beneficial learning environment and assuring the safety and well-being of all students 
are primary concerns of the board of directors. 
 
Students’ choices in matters of dress should be made in consultation with their parents and 
consistent with the District’s dress code. (Attached Procedure and Guidelines) 
 
Student dress shall be regulated when, in the judgment of school administrators, there is a 
reasonable expectation that: 
 

A. A health or safety hazard shall be presented by the student’s dress or appearance 
including possible membership in a gang or hate groups; 

B. Damage to school property shall result from the student’s dress; or 
C. A material and substantial disruption of the educational process will result from the 

student’s dress or appearance. 
 
For the purpose of this policy, a material and substantial disruption of the educational process 
may be found to exist when a student’s conduct is inconsistent with any part of the educational 
mission of the school district. Prohibited conduct includes the use of lewd, sexual, drug, tobacco 
or alcohol-related messages, gang-related apparel. 
 
The uniforms of nationally recognized youth organizations, and clothing worn in observance of a 
student’s religion, are not subject to this policy. 
 
The superintendent shall establish procedures providing guidance to students, parents, and staff 
regarding appropriate student dress in school or while engaging in extracurricular activities. Such 
procedures shall ensure that any student wearing, carrying, or displaying gang-related apparel, or 
exhibiting behavior or gestures which symbolize gang membership, or causing and/or 
participating in activities which intimidate or affect the attendance of another student shall be 
asked, with notice to his or her parent, to make appropriate corrections and be subject to 
discipline if the corrections are not undertaken.

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Student Uniform Guide 
 
Students in all grades must wear uniforms.  You may purchase items through the school 
district.  If you choose to purchase them from another resource, they will be allowed as long as 
they are free of logos and embellishments and they closely match the color and style of those 
ordered through the school and they meet all uniform and dress code requirements. 
 
The Paterson School District uniform guidelines apply to both male and female students. 
     
· Polo shirts – both short and long sleeved collared pollo shirts with original buttons (1-5 
buttons) 
•  5 colors to select from: forest green, light gray, light blue, light pink and white 
•  Shirts and all outerwear must fit well and not be oversized or undersized.  Shirts can 

be worn untucked but must be appropriate length (top of pocket). 
•  Shirts that fit longer than the top of the pockets will need to be tucked in 
•  Shirts will carry no visible logos or embellishments. 
•  Undershirts must be white. 

•Pants –  5-pocket style jeans or slacks, capris, shorts, or skirts in denim, navy or khaki 
•  Pants, shorts, skirts, skorts and jumpers must fit well and not be over or undersized.  

They must fit well at the waist and not “sag”.  Ripped, torn or pants with holes are not 
appropriate. 

•  Shorts, skirts and skorts must be no shorter than tips of fingers when student’s arms 
rest at their sides. 

•  Shorts will be worn under all skirts or jumpers. 
•  Pants will be free of design and embellishments 
•  Cargo pants, or other pants with large pockets are not allowed. 
· Inside the building outerwear –  Dark gray fleeced jacket, or white sweater, may be worn 
inside the building. 
•  All inside the building outerwear must fit well and not be oversized or undersized. 
•  All outerwear worn inside the building must be of uniform color and style. 
· Spirit-wear may be worn on designated “Spirit Days” at school.   
·  The term “spirit” refers to clothing affiliated with the school, such as sweatshirts or 
tee shirts with the name of the school on them that are school issued.  

•Other Casual Days or Theme Days: Throughout the school year the district may approve 
“Casual” for specific theme days for students.  

•Coats: Coats do not need to be uniform color or style.  However, the coat must be hung 
up or put in lockers upon arrival at school. Any gang colors or logos are prohibited. 
•Head Gear: No hats, sweatshirt hoods, sweater hoods, visors, bandanas, head scarves, 
scull-caps or hairnets are to be worn during the school day or on school buses.  Winter 
caps may be worn during inclement weather. 
•Footwear:   As a health and safety precaution, students must wear shoes.  During recess, 
PE and/or sports activities students, should wear closed-toe shoes to protect their feet.  
All appropriate street shoes are allowed, including tennis shoes, sandals and other hard-
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soled shoes.  Slippers are prohibited except for medical reasons or for specific short-term 
foot-related injuries.  All shoe laces need to be same color – no cross colors allowed.  
Traditional cross lacing only.  All laces should be tied for safety. 
•Colored tights, flashy knee socks, scarves and colored ties are not appropriate 
accessories. 

 
 
 
Consequences for Dress Violations: 
If the student's dress or grooming is objectionable under these provisions, the District shall 
request the student to make appropriate corrections. If the student refuses, the superintendent 
shall notify the parent or legal guardian, if reasonably possible,  and request that person to assist 
the student to make the necessary correction. If both the student and parent refuse, the 
superintendent shall take appropriate disciplinary action.  All discipline is progressive and could 
include the following: 
 
 1st Offense: School will require student to remove or change inappropriate dress item.  

Parent notified.   
 2nd Offense:  #1 above plus lunch detention 
 3rd Offense: #1 and #2 above plus parent meeting 
 4th Offense: Short-term suspension 
 5th Offense: Expulsion 
 
Students identified as being gang involved, influenced or affiliated shall be provided assistance 
and/or programs which discourage gang involvement or affiliation, enhance self-esteem, 
encourage interest and participation in school or other positive activities and promote 
membership in authorized school organizations.

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Guia de Uniformes:  2010-2011 
 
Estudiantes de todos los grados deben usar uniformes:.  Usted puede comprar los uniformes atraves de la 
escuela del ditrito.  Si usted escoge comprar los uniformes mediante otra fuente, estos seran permitidos siempre y 
cuando esten libres de logotipos, marcas o disenos. Y que estos sean lo mas parecido en color y estilo a los 
ordenados atraves de la escuela y deberan seguir los requerimientos del codigo de vestimenta de la escuela. 
 
Guias o reglas de los uniformes de la Escuela del Ditrito de Paterson. .Estas aplican para ambos estudiantes. 
Hombre y mujer. 
  
· Camisas  – Camisas de cuello ambas manga larga y manga corta  con los botones originales. (1-5 botones) 
•  5 colores para seleccionar: Verde bosque, gris claro, azul claro, rosa claro y blanco.                 
•  Las camisas y camisetas deberan quedar perfectamente y no deberan ser muy holgadas o muy 

cortas. Las camisas podran ir por fuera cuando estas sean del largo apropiado  (Arriba de las bolsas del 
pantalon). 

•  Las camisetas que sean mas largas que las bolsas del pantalon necesitaran ir por dentro del 
pantalon. 

•  Las camisetas no deberan llevar logos visibles o disenos . 
•  Las camisetas que se usen debajo de la camisa deberan ser de color blanco. 
• Pantalones – Se aceptaran pantalones de mezclilla        de estilo 5 bolsillos, capris, shortsfaldas de                 

mezclilla azul, azul marino o Khaki. 
•  Pantalones, shorts, faldas, faldas-shorts deberan quedar bien y no ser muy grandes o muy 

cortas.  Estas deberan quedar bien a la cintura y no muy holgadas, ropa estilo rota descolorida con 
agujeros no sera permitida.  

•  Shorts, faldas y faldas-short no deberan ser mas cortas que a la altura de las puntas de los 
dedos cuando el estudiante este con sus brazos a los costados. 

•  Shorts deberan ser usados bajo todas la faldas o jumpers. 
•  Pantalones deberan estar libre de cualquier diseno o decoracion. 
•  Pantalones estilo carpintero u otros pantalones con bolsas grandes a los costados no estan 

permitidos.   
  
                           
· Ropa permitida para adentro del edificio. – Sueter de franela gris oscuro o sueter blanco pueden ser usados 

dentro del edificio. 
•  Todos los sueter para adentro del edificio deberan quedar bien y no debera ser muy holgado o 

muy corto. 
•  Todos la ropa permitida dentro de la escuela de bera ser vestido del color permitido y del estilo 

de los uniformes. 
· Vestimenta de los dias de espiritu deberan ser usados solamente en los dias designados “Dias de espiritu’ de la 

escuela..   
· El termino “Espiritu’ se refiere a ropa afiliada a la escuela tales como sueter o camisetas con el nombre de la 

escuela que son editadas por la escuela de ‘Paterson.  

• Otros dias casuales o dias con temas especiales:      

• Atravez de ano escolar el distrito puede aprobar el dia ‘Casual para especificos dias para el estudiante.          
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• Abrigo:      Los abrigos no necesitan ser del color o del estilo del uniforme, sin embargo no deberan ser usados 
dentro de la escuela , estos deberan ser colgados en su locker al llegar a clases. Cualquier color o logos 
relacionados a las gangas estaran prohibidos. 

• Accesorios para la cabeza. No se permiten sombreros, 
• gorras ,gorras de sudaderas puestas en la escuela, no viseras, panuelos , redes en el pelo,estos articulos no se 

permitiran ni en la escuela ni en el autobus.      
• Calzado :   Por salud y preocupacion de seguridad el estudiante debera usar zapato cerrado, durante el recreo 

Educacion fisica y actividades deportivas de la escuela. Esto por la propia seguridad del estudiante para 
protejer sus pies. Todos los tipos de calzado seran permitidos tanto zapato de salir , tenis y sandalias con suela 
dura. Sandalias de playa no estan permitidas a excepto por recomendaciones medicas o por corto periodo de 
tiempo relacionados a heridas.  

• Todas las correas de los zapatos deberan ser del mismo color - agujetas entrelazadas o cruzadas con diferente 
color no seran permitidas , solamente correas tradicionales   Todos los estudiantes deberan abrocharse bien las 
correas de sus zapatos por seguridad.  

• Mayas de colores, Calcetas multicolores, Panuelos o panoletas, y corbatas de colores no son accesorios 
apropiados. 

 
 
Consecuencias por violar reglamento del Codigo de Vestimenta: 
Si el vestir del estudiante es objecionable bajo estas provisiones, el distrito  pedira al estudiante hacer las 
apropiadas correcciones, Si el estudiante se rehusa el superintendente debera notificar al padre o guardian legal tan 
razonablemente posible y pedir a esa persona asistir al estudiante hacer las correcciones pertinentes  
Si ambos estudiante y padre se rehusan , el superintendente tomara una accion disciplinaria apropiada.  Todas las 
disciplinas son progresivas y pueden incluir las siguientes 
 
 1st Ofensa: La escuela pedira al estudiante a quitarse o cambiarse la vestimenta inapropiada. Notificacion 

al padre.   
 2nd Ofensa:  #1 arriba listada mas detencion de   
                          lonche. 
 3rd Ofensa: #1 y #2 arriba listadas mas junta con Padre. 
 4th Ofensa: Suspension de corto termino. 
  
 5th Ofensa: Expulsion 
 
Los estudiante identificados de estar envueltos,  influenciados o afiliados a cualquier ganga deberan ser 
proveidos con asistencia y asistidos con programas que desalienten el envolvimiento o afiliacion a las gangas y 
engrandecer el autoestima y alentar el interes en participacion en la escuela y otras actividades positivas y 
promover membresias con otras organizaciones autorizadas por la escuela.
